Q. How soon, will | hear from you about about my application?
A. ASAP — You will be contacted by mail, normally in 7-10 working days.

Q. If | have more than one dog registered will | need to pay a
participation fee for each dog?

Q. When do | pay the participation fee?

Q. Will the images be available in black & white or colour?

A. The images in the book will be colour, as to whether you have the
choice for your own images, is something you will need to discuss with
your nominated photographer.

Q. Is there any chance my dog’s photograph will be excluded from
the book after s/he has been photographed?
A. No. All children photographed are guaranteed to go into the book.

Q. When will the book be published?

2010. We will keep you informed by email if there are any changes to this
date. You will be sent a book order form when we get close to printing.
